Useful Life of Buildings

The Company has estimated the useful life
of its building at 100 years. This period is
longer than what is commonly seen in the
industry and  requires  significant
management judgment. The useful life
directly affects the depreciation charge in
the financial statements. If the estimate is
not reasonable, it could materially impact
both the current year’s profit and the
carrying amount of the building. For these
reasons, we considered the useful life of
the building to be a key audit matter.

Our audit procedures included, among others:

Reviewing the basis on which
management determined the 100-year
useful life, including any technical
assessments or external valuations.
Comparing the estimated useful life
with industry practices and accounting
standards.

Evaluating whether assumptions about
durability, maintenance, and usage of
the building are consistent with
historical experience and evidence.
Assessing the potential impact of
alternative useful lives on depreciation
expense and financial performance.
Reviewing the adequacy of disclosures
in the financial statements regarding
the useful life estimate and related
judgments.

EMPHASIS OF MATTER (EOM)

We draw attention to Note 2.1 of the financial statements, which describes that the Company has
prepared these financial statements in accordance with Nepal Financial Reporting Standards (NFRSs),
except that NFRS 9: Financial Instruments, which becomes mandatory from 16 July 2025, has not
been applied. As explained in the Note, the Company continues to account for financial instruments
in line with the requirements of existing GAAP.
